“And the multitude crying aloud began to desire him to do as he had ever done 
unto them. But Pilate answered them, saying, ‘Will ye that I release unto you the 
King of the Jews?’ For he knew that the chief priests had delivered him for envy. 
But the chief priests moved the people, that he should rather release Barabbas 
unto them. And Pilate answered and said again unto them, ‘What will ye then 
that I shall do unto him whom ye call the King of the Jews?’ And they cried out 
again, ‘Crucify him.’ Then Pilate said unto them, ‘Why, what evil hath he done?’ 
And they cried out the more exceedingly, ‘Crucify him.’ And so Pilate, willing to 
content the people, released Barabbas unto them, and delivered Jesus, when he 
had scourged him, to be crucified.” 	  Mark 15:8-15

And 
with him they crucify two thieves; the one on his right hand, and the other on his 
left. And the scripture was fulfilled, which saith, ‘And he was numbered with the 
transgressors.’”  Mark 15:22-24a,27,28

And when Joseph had 
taken the body, he wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, And laid it in his own new 
tomb, which he had hewn out in the rock: and he rolled a great stone to the door 
of the sepulchre, and departed.” - Matthew 27:57-60
